AN ACT to amend subsections 1 and 2 of section 1979m of the 

statutes, relating to state aid to firemen's associations. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsections 1 and 2 of section 1979m of the stat-

utes are amended to read : (Section 1979m.) 1. On or be-
fore the first day of • • • August of each year the secre-
tary of each firemen's association in Wisconsin, may file with 
the secretary of state a verified, itemized statement of all moneys 
disbursed by the association during the twelve months ending 
the preceding first day of • • • July, including separately 
a statement of all moneys disbursed for prizes and premiums in 
competition and contests held by such association during such 
twelve months. 

2. On or before the first day of • • • September of 
each year there shall be paid to the treasurer of each associa-
