The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is added to the statutes a new section to 

read : Section 1772m. All transfers of real estate heretofore 
made to corporations, organized under the laws of this state, ex-
ecuted, delivered, filed. and recorded between the date of the fil-
ing of the articles of organization in the office of the secretary of 
state and the date of the filing of a certified copy of said articles 
in the office of the register of deeds in the county wherein said 
corporation has its principal place of business, are hereby legal-
ized, ratified, confirmed and validated. 

SEcTioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 83. 
AN ACT to amend subsection 2 of section 1338 of the statutes, 

relating to public highways. 
.The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate anci 

Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsection 2 of section 1338 of the statutes, is 

amended to read: (Section .1338.) 2. Provided, however, in 
case such highway is laid out in accordance with a decision of 
commissioners reversing the decision of supervisors on appeal as 
provided by sections 1276 to 1282, inclusive, of the statutes, then 
in case appeal is taken as hereinbefore provided for, the county 
board shall at the next regular meeting thereafter appropriate 
sufficient funds to defray the estimated costs and expense, of 
opening and putting such highway in reasonable condition for 
travel, and the chairman of said county board shall immediately 
after said olpeeting.cause such highway to be opened and put in 
reasonable condition for travel, or cause the same to be repaired, 
keep an accurate account of the expense thereof ; and such ex-
pense when audited and allowed by the county board, shall be 
charged to such town, or towns, in such amounts and in such pro-
portion as said county board shall determine and added to the 
next county tax apportioned thereto and collected therewith.
