AN ACT to amend subsection 1 of section 4565¢—1 of the stat-
utes, relating to hunting rabbits with ferrets.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

SecTioN 1. Subsection 1 of section 4565¢c—1 of the statutes is
amended to read: (Section 4565¢—1) 1. It shall be unlawful
and is hereby prohibited to hunt, take, kill or pursue rabbits with
ferrets, or to have a ferret or ferrets in possession while hunting ;
provided that in Door, * * * Grant, Vernon, Richland and
Crawford counties it shall be lawful for the owner or occupant of
any land or for any other person upon the written request of
such owner or occupant, to hunt, take, kill or pursue rabbits with
ferrets on any such land. ®* * * A closed season for the
hunting of rabbits in Manttowoc county is hereby crealed.

CHAPTER 86.

AN ACT to create section 1946em of the statutes, relating to the
name or title under which the business of fire insuranee may be
conducted, and providing a penalty.

There is added to the statutes a new section to
read: Section 1946em. No insurance company, or department,

issuing any policy in or upon any property or risk in this state.
