The poople of the Sdate of Wisconsin, represcnted in Senate and

Assembly, do cnact as follows:

Seet1ox 1. There is added to the statutes a new  seetion  to
read s Seetion 926—11h. Whenever any bonds shall have been
Issued by any ity in accordanee with the provisions of section
926—11 and the purpose for which they were issued shall have
been aceorplished o completed, the proceeds from the sale  of
such bonds in exeess of the sum expended for the purpose for
which they were issued, shall be used towards the pavment of
the principal on said bonds or to repurchase any such honds
then outstanding.  In any year in which there shall be on hand
sufficient moneys derived from the proceeds of the sale of such
" hoads to pay the whole or a parvt of the prineipal falling due on
such bonds. it shall be unnecessary for the eity to eolleet more
taxes 91 the paysiteat of the prineipal on said bonds than are
necessary to rake up the difference between the amount which
will beecnie due iu the cusuing yvear and the amount so available
for payment of the prineipal of such bonds. The common coun-
cil of such ¢ity may in any yvear raise a greater sum than shall
b nceessary in order to meet the prineipal and interest on bonds
whieh fall due during the ensuing yvear and apply the same to the
purchase and discharge of outstanding bonds at the lowest prae-
tieal price,
