CHAPTER 452

AN ACT to create subsection 4 of seetion 1797—12e of the stat-

utes, empowering the railroad commission to establish grades

of streets and-highways, looking to future grade separation.

T he people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. A new subsection is added to scetion 1797—12e¢
of the statutes to read: (Seetion 1797—12¢) 4. The rail-
road commission shall have power, upon petition of any town,
city or village, or upon its own motion, when in their opinion
the interests of the public demand it and it is found practicable
so to do, to establish the grade of the tracks of any railroad, or
of all the railroads throughout any county containing a city of
the first class, or any part thereof, and the grades of the streets
or highways, or any of them, where they cross such railroad
track or tracks, in anticipation of the future separation of
errades of the railroad tracks from the grades of such streets or
highways. It shall be the duty of the eommission before mak-
ing any such order to mail notice to the railroad company or
companies affected, the owners or occupants of any building
abutting on that part of the railroad the grade of which is to
be established, all cities of the first class in said county, and
if the grades to be established are outside such city of the first
class, the towns, cities or villages in which such grades are to
he established, of the filing of such petition or that the com-
mission contemplates establishing such grades, and fixing a time
at which such cities of the first class and such other towns,
cities or villages, and the railroad company or companies af-
fected therebv, and any other person or corporation interested
therein may be heard. The grades so established under this
act shall be deseribed by reference to a base or datum line to
he established by the railroad commission, from which all ele-
vations and the height of all grades shall be measured, and the
arades so established shall be such that when brought to the
established grade the railroad tracks will eross the streets and
highways atove or below the same. Such order shall not nee-
essarily require a present change in grade, but the commission
may at any time order the railroad track or tracks and the strect
and highways brought to the grade cstablished or any street or
highways closed by said order, in accordance with subsection 1 of
this section, and may, at the time of making said order, ap-
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portion the cost of separating the grades as provided in sub-
section 2 hereof.

SEcTION 2. This acet shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 453

AN ACT to renumber certain sections and certain chapters of
