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7 east, in order to make aceessible the lands so purchased for ex-
change.

SectioN 3. There is appropriated from the general fund to
the state conservation commission on July 1, 1917, five thousand
dollars and on March 1, 1918, not to exceed twenty-five thousand
dollars, to carry into effect the provisions of this act.
