JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 24.

To provide for the appointment of a joint committee of the
legislature to investigate the subjeet of **Soecial Insuranee.”
Wuereas, The important subjeet of ‘‘Social Insurance’ in-

cluding insurance against oeccupational diseases and sickness is

now before the public with an urgent demand for legislation
providing this form of insurance; and

Wiiereas, The subject is one of great importance to all classes
of citizens as well as to the state itself; and

WHEREAS, Many of the leading thinkers and organizations of
this country have in the past and are now giving serious thought
and study to the subject without harmony of view as to the
proper scope of legislation or method of administration; and

WHEREAS, The conditions in this state are materially different
from conditions in many of our sister states in which the sub-
jeet has been discussed and studied; and

WrEREAS, Remedies which may be practical in another state
may not be practical when applied to conditions existing in the
state of Wisconsin ; and

WHEREAS, It would be impractical for the legislature or any
committee thereof to give to said subject the consideration and
attention that its importance demands during the present ses-
ston of the legislature; now, therefore, to the end that said
subjeet may be thoroughly irrvestigated as to the necessity there-
for, and the wisdom of legislation thereon may be determine:d,
as well as the most feasible and practical method of aceom-
plishing the sought for ends

Be it resolved by the Assembly, the Senate concurring, That
a committee consisting of three assemblymen and two senators be
appointed in the manner that standing joint committees ave ap-
pointed, to thoroughly investigate the subjeet of *“Soeial Insur-
anee,”’ including insurance against occupational diseases and
sickness, as to the necessity as well as the wisdom of legislation
upon this subject, and, in the event of such comnmittee deter-
mining that legislation upon this subject is justified. that it
prepare a bill or bills covering the said subject.

Be it further resolved, That the mention of any line of in-
quiry herein shall not in any way limit the field of investigation
which said committec is empowered to make and which it may
deem expedient in connection with the subjeet matter assigned
to it for consideration: that the said committee by a majority
vote of the members thercof is hereby vested with plenary power
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to perform and discharge the duties by this resolution en-
joined; that any member of said committee shall have power to
administer oaths to persons appearing before such committee;
that the said committee shall have power to employ such stenog-
raphers, eclerks, assistants, and experts as it may deem nee-
essary and expedient for the proper discharge of the duties
hereby assigned to it, and to fix the compensation of such per-
sons as it shall employ.

Be it further resolved, That each member of the said com-
mittee shall be reimbursed by the state for his actual necessary
expenses, but shall receive no compensation for time devoted to
the work of such committee.

Be it further resolved, That a copy of the report of such com-
mittee, together with any bill or bills framed by it, shall be
sent to each member of the next legislature at least thirty days
before the convening of the next regular session of the legis-
lature.

Be it further resolved, That the said committee shall hold such
meetings at such times and places as it shall deem most ex-
pedient in the discharge of the duties hereby imposed.
