AN ACT to amend subsection (5) of section 40.16 of the stat-
utes, relating to transportation of pupils.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioNn 1. Subsection (5) of section 40.16 of the statutes
is amended to read as follows: (Section 40.16) (5) The school
board of the district in which the pupil resides and the prineipal
teacher of the school in which the pupil is enrolled shall on
or before the first day of August of each year make under
oath a report giving the name of each pupil transported more
than two miles; the number of days transportation was pro-
vided for such pupil; the number of days. such pupil attended
while being transported; the distance from the home of such
pupil to the school; the amount paid for transportation, to
whom paid, and such other information as the state superin-
tendent may require. In case board and lodging have been
provided in accordance with subsection (4), said report shall
give the name of each pupil so boarded and lodged, the number
of days such pupil attended while being boarded, the distance
from the home of such pupil to the nearest school in the home
district or an adjoining distriet, distance from the boarding
place to the school attended, the amount paid for board and
lodging, to whom paid, and such other information as the state
superintendent may require. Such report shall be submitied
to the county superiniendent and if he approve of the report
his approval shall be endorsed thereon and the report forwarded
to the state superiniendent.

Secrion 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
