AN ACT to amend section 818 of the statutes, relating to va-
cancies in town offices. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Section 818 of the statutes is amended to read: 

Section 818. If a vacancy occur in the town board the remain-
ing supervisors together with the town clerk shall fill the same 
until the first Tuesday of April following such vacancy when an 
election to fill the same shall be held, if the vacancy happens 
twelve days or more before such first Tuesday; but if such va-
cancy happens within tw.  elve days of such first Tuesday the elec-
tion shall be held on the first Tuesday in April of the year next 
succeeding. If the treasurer-elect refuse to serve or the office 
of treasurer become vacant, or if he shall be unable for any cause 
to perform his official duties, the town board shall forthwith 
appoint a treasurer for the remainder of such term; and such 
appointment shall not exonerate the former treasurer or his 
sureties from any liability incurred. If any other town office 
except that of justice of the peace be vacant, or the incumbent 
thereof shall from any cause be unable to perform his official 
duties, the town board may appoint a suitable person to dis-
charge the duties of such office until the same is filled by election 
or the disability is removed. The appointee in either such case 
shall file an oath of office and give the like bond required of the 
officer in whose place he is appointed and within the time here-
inbefore prescribed. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

is amended to read: (Section 1636-241) 4. Whenever

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or the Young Men's Christian Association, or an organization of 
Wisconsin National or State Guard, the license fee necessary un-
der this act shall not be required of said organization; such 
matches and exhibitions shall, however, be subject to all the 
other provisions of this act and the rules and regulations of the 
commission.

CHAPTER 375. 
AN ACT to create section 4575m-1 of the statutes, relating to 

receipt of bonuses, discounts or other consideration for the 
purchase of supplies or merchandise furnished or purchased 
without consent of owner by chauffeur or other persons em-
ployed in the care of motor vehicles and providing a penalty. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 	• 
SECTION 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read: 

Section 4575m-1. It shall be unlawful for any chauffeur, 
driver or other person having the care of a motor vehicle for 
the owner to receive or take directly or indirectly without the 
written consent of such owner any bonus, discount or other con-
sideration for supplies, or parts furnished or purchased for such 
motor vehicle or upon any work or labor done thereon by others 
or on the purchase of any motor vehicle for his employer 4nd no 
person furnishing such supplies or parts, work or labor or selling 
any motor vehicle shall give or offer any such chauffeur or other 
person having ths care of a motor vehicle for the owner thereof, 
directly or indirectly without such owner's written consent, any 
bonus, discount or other consideration thereon. Any person vio-
lating this section shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and punished 
by a fine not exceeding twenty-five dollars. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.
