The rates in the case of
other papers shall not exceed sixty cents per folio for the first
insertion and forty-five cents per folio for each subsequent in-
sertion. The price in full for the publication in any paper of

advertisement contains fifteen deseriptions or more. All expend-
itures for transportation, communication, and delivery incidental
to any such printing shall be borne by the paper doing the same.
