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for the land settlement work, are appropriated to the use of the
land settlement board in accordance with the terms of the federal
law.

(2) There is appropriated from the general fund to the
land settlement board, annually, such sums as may be necessary
for the execution of its functions. Of this there is allotted:

(a) To the member of such board appointed from among those
who were honorably discharged soldiers, sailors or marines in the
last war, if not otherwise, a state officer or employe, a per diem
of ten dollars for each day of time spent in the performance of
his duties. Provided that no part of the appropriation made
by this subsection shall be available except upon the approval
of the governor.

SecTiON 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER" 597.

AN ACT to authorize the town of Oakland, Jefferson county, to
drain Red Cedar Lake.

The people of the stele of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
