Subsection (2) of section 42.12 of the statutes is
amended to read: (42.12) (2) The board of trustees may ratably
_reduce the annuities provided in this chapter whenever, in the
judgment of the board, the condition of the fund shall require
such reduction; provided, however, that beginning with the
quarterly payment due September 30, 1919, said board shall re-
duce the payments to annuitants fifteen per cent, to and includ-
ing the quarterly payment due June 30, 1921.
SeEcTiON 2. A new subsection is added to section 42.11 and a
new subsection is added to section 42.12 of the statutes to read:
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(42.11) (5) Until the first day of July,-1921, the operation of
section 42.11 is suspended, and during said period no teacher
shall be entitled to the rights, benefits and privileges therein
conferred; provided, however, that said section shall not be
deemed suspended as to any teacher who may have made applica-
tion in accordance with the provisions of subsection (4) thereof
on or before July 1, 1919, or any teacher who may have pre-
viously entered upon the annuity and who has returned to teach-
ing, or any teacher who may retire under the provisions of sub-
section (2) of this section.
