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in like manner, • * • execute and file an official bond in 
the sum of ten thousand dollars. 

SECTION 35. The sentence in section 2394-42 of the statutes, 
relating to the official oath is amended to read: 

(Section - 2394-42) • • * Each member, of the board 
• • • shall take and file the official oath * * *. 

SECTION 36. The two sentences in section 2533a of the stat-
utes relating to the official oath are amended to read : 

(Section 2533a) • * • Each commissioner shall • * • 
take and • • • file the official oath • • a. 

SECTION 37. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CIIAPTER 94. 
AN ACT to amend section 1 of chapter 629, laws of 1911, au-

thorizing cities of the first class to negotiate a loan for the 
purpose of creating an insurance fund for school buildings. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 1 of chapter 629, laws of 1911, is amended 
to read : (Ch. 629, laws of 1911) Section 1. Hereafter the com-
mon council of any city of the first class shall have authority, 
upon request of the board of school directors, to negotiate and 
make a loan in such amount as the board of school directors shall 
request, for the purpose of making good any loss or damage oc-
casioned by the burning or destruction of school buildings. The 
interest on said loan shall not exceed six per cent per annum. 
The board of school directors • • • shall discharge such 
debt in such sums per annum as may be agreed at the time of 
requesting such loan, out of any funds at the disposal of the 
board of school directors. Such loan • * • shall be secured 
by school property only. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.
