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are within ten days thereafter sent by mail by the plaintiff to 
the defendant, at his last known address and that the plaintiff's 
affidavit of compliance herewith is appended to the summons. 
The court in which the action is pending may order such con-
tinuances as may be necessary to afford the defendant reasonable 
opportunity to defend the action, not exceeding ninety days from 
the date of the filing of the action in such court. The fee of two 
dollars paid by the plaintiff to the secretary of state at the time 
of the service shall be taxed in his costs if he prevails in the suit. 
The secretary of state shall keep a record of all such processes 
which shall show the day and hour of service. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 95. 
AN ACT to amend subsection (3) of section 196.08 of the stat-

utes, relating to the publication of balance sheets and income 
statements of public utilities. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsection (3) of section 196.08 of the statutes is 

amended to read : (196.08) (3) Each public utility having an 
annual gross income of ten thousand dollars or more shall publish 
at least once in each calendar year in a newspaper having a gen-
eral circulation in the territory served by such utility a true bal-
ance sheet and income account of its financial affairs. If the ac-
counts of any public utility are kept by districts, publication 
shall be made separately for each district in a newspaper having 
a general circulation therein and shall, in addition to the balance 
sheet and income account for the entire company, include a con-
densed income and operating statement for that district. The 
form and time of making * * * publication as required 
herein shall be prescribed by the commission. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
