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to the clerk of the town, village, city, * ' county, school 
district or board of education, a statement of such charges. Du-
plicates Of such statements shall be filed in the offices of the secre-
tary of state and state treasurer. Within sixty days after the 
receipt of the above statement of charges, the same shall be aud-
ited as other claims against towns, villages, cities, * * * 
counties, school districts and boards of education are audited and 
shall be paid into the state treasury, in default of which the same 
shall become a special charge against such town, village, city, 
• • • county, school district or board of education and be in-
cluded in the next apportionment or certification of state taxes 
and charges, and collected, with interest at the rate of ten per 
cent per annum from the date such charges were certified by the 
commission, as other special charges are certified and collected. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 130. 
AN ACT to amend paragraph (a) of subsection (1) of section 

29.63 of the statutes, relating to penalties for violating game 
laws. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do- enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Paragraph (a) of subsection (1) of section 29.63 

of the statutes is amended to read : (29.63) (1) (a) For the un-
lawful use of any gill net or trammel in taking, catching or killing 
fish of any variety in any waters, or for the use of any net in 
taking, catching or killing trout of any variety in inland waters, 
by a fine of not less than two hundred nor more than five hundred 
dollars, or by imprisonment in the county jail not less than nine 
months nor more than one year, or by both such fine and im-
prisonment. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.
