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dollars nor more than fifty dollars. The commission may cause
such licenses or coupons to be issued through agents for a com-
pensation of ten per cent of the license fees collected therefor;
but no such compensation shall be paid to any of its regular depu-
ties or other employes.

(29.22) (3) No person shall engage, or be employed, for any
compensation or reward, to guide, direct, or assist any other per-
son in hunting, trapping, or fishing unless a license therefor, sub-
Jjeet to the provisions of section 29.09, has been duly issued to him
by the state conservation commission. The fee for each such li-
cense is one dollar and all such licenses shall be effective only from
the first day of May until the nert succeeding thirtieth day of
April. The applicant shall deliver to the state conservation com-
mission an oath of office that he shall well and faithfully perform
the duties of his office as a guide licensed by the state conserva-
tion commission to guide, direct and assist other persons in hunt-
ing, trapping and fishing, and observe and ecomply with all the
requirements of chapter 29 of the statutes, and of his said guide
license. But this subsection does not apply to the employment of
labor by, or services rendered to, the licensee of any net fishing
license.

Section 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 207.

AN ACT to amend subsections (1) and (4) of section 211.09 of
the statutes, relating to fire protection in villages.
The people of the Stafe of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioNn 1. Subsections (1) and (4) of section 211.09 of the
statutes are amended to read: (211.09) (1) Whenever, upon
petition of two-thirds of the resident freeholders of an incorpo-
rated or of any unincorporated village recorded under the pro-
visions of * * * subsection (6) of section 60.29 of the stat-
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utes, it shall appear that a fire company has been organized with-
in such * * * village as provided in sections 211.05 to
211.08 of the statutes and that such corporation, if provided with
the proper equipment, will furnish reasonably adequate fire pro-
tection for life and property within such village, and it shall ap-
pear further from such petition that a specified sum is necessary
for the purchase of reasonably adequate equipment, the town
board of the town in which such unincorporated village is sit-
nated, or the village board of such incorporated village * * *
may appropriate such sum for the purchase of such equipment
and shall levy a tax upon all the * * * personal property
and improvements within the limits of sueh * * * village
in order to reimburse the town or village for the money so ex-
pended, such tax to be in addition to the other general and spe-
cial taxes assessed npon the property in such village. Subject to
the imatations and in the manner prescribed in chapter 67, either
suech board may borrew money for the purchase of apparatus and
equipment and the housing and maintenance of same.

(4) Whenever any freeholder residing within * * * g
