CHAPTER 296.

AN ACT to amend section 325.25 of the statutes, relating to state
actions against corporations.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectionN 1. Section 325.25 of the statutes is amended to read :
325.25 (1) No * * * corporation ®* * * ghall be ex-
cused from producing books, papers, tariffs, contracts, agree-
ments, records, files or documents, in its possession, or under its
control, in obedience to the subpoena of any court or officer au-
thorized to issue subpoenas, in any civil action which is now or
hereafter may be pending, brought by the state against it to re-
cover license fees, taxes, penalties or forfeitures, or to enforce
forfeitures, on the ground or for the reason that the testimony
or evidence, documentary or otherwise, required of it, may sub-
ject it to a penalty or forfeiture, or be excused from making a
true answer under oath, by and through its properly authorized
officer or agent, when required by law to make such answer to
any pleading in any such civil action upon any such ground or
for such reason.

(2) No officer, clerk, agent, employe or servantof any * * *
corporation in any such action shall be excused from attending
or testifying or from producing books, papers, tariffs, contracts,
agreements, records, files or documents, in his possession or under
his control, in obedience to the subpoena of any court in which
any such civil action is pending or before any officer or court
empowered or authorized to take deposition or testimony in any
such action, in obedience to the subpoena of such officer or court,
or of any officer or court empowered to issue a subpoena in that
behalf, on the ground or for the reason that the testimony or
evidence, documentary or otherwise, required of him, may tend
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to criminate him or subject him to a penalty or a forfeiture,
but no such officer, clerk, agent, employe or servant shall be
prosecuted, or subjected to any penalty or forfeiture, for or on
account of any transaction, matter or thing concerning which
he may testify or produce evidence, documentary or otherwise,
before such court or officer, or any court or officer empowered
to issue subpoena in that behalf, or in any such case or proceeding
except a prosecution for perjury or false swearing in giving such
testimony.

(3) In case of the failure or neglect of any ®* *® ® cor-
poration, or of any such officer, clerk, agent, employe or servant,
to produce any such book, paper, tariff, contract, agreement,
record, file or document, secondary evidence of the contents of
any or either of the same may be given, and such secondary
evidence shall be of the same force and effect as the original.

CHAPTER 297.

AN ACT to amend subdivision 3 of paragraph (b) of subsection

Secrion 1. Subdivision 3 of paragraph (b) of subsection (9)
of section 62.13, and subsection (7) of section 66.04 of the stat-
utes are amended to read: (62.13) (9) (b) 3. The board shall
have exclusive control and management of the fund. The moneys
therein shall be paid out only upon warrant signed by the presi-
dent and countersigned by the secretary of the board. No such
warrant shall be drawn except upon order of the board duly
recorded in its proceedings. The board may invest the fund or
a part thereof in the name of the board in interest-bearing bonds
of the United States, or of this state, or of any county or muniei-
pality in this state, or tn any bonds issued under the authority
