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a copy of the resolution, and the question submitted shall be
whether the resolution shall be or shall not be approved.

(6) Nothing in this section shall be construed to apply to bor-
rowing by school boards to meet immediate expenses pursuant to
subsection (8) of section 67.12, nor to require a referendum in
such cases.

SecTioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 318.

AN ACT to amend section 46.115 of the statutes, relating to ad.
mission of patients to the Wisconsin general hospital.
The people of the Slate of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

‘SEcTioN 1. Section 46.115 of the statutes is amended to read:
46.115 (1) The board of control of the state of Wisconsin shall
make application to the board of regents of the university, for
the admission to the state of Wisconsin general hospital of any
inmate of any state institution under the board of control, or of
any person committed to or applying for admission thereto, whao
is afflicted with any disease, malady, deformity or ailment, which
can probably be remedied. or which can be advantageously treated
by proper medical or surgical care, at the state of Wisconsin gen-
eral hospital, in all cases where such person cannot receive proper
care at the institution to which he has been committed or to which
he has made application for admission. Said application shall be
accompanied by the report of the physician of said institution or
by a physician appointed by the board of control, in the same
form as reports of other physicians for admission to patients to
said hospital. * * *

(2) The net cost of such treatment shall be at the same rate
charged the county for county patients and shall be chargeable
one-half to the appropriation for operation of the institution from
which tke said patient is sent and one-half to the state. The said
board may likewise puy out of the operation fund to the institu-
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tion the necessary fraveling expenses including the expenses for
an attendant when such person cannot travel alone to and from
the hospital. Payments for the treaiment of such patients are to
be made by the board of control to the regents of the university
for such portion as is chargeuble to the operation fund of any in-
stitution, and such portion as is chargeable to the state shall be
certified and paid as provided in subsection (1) of section 142.08.

CHAPTER 3109.

AN ACT to amend subsection 1 of section 22, of chapter 244 of
the laws of 1921, relating to the munieipal court of Fond du
Lac county.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTiON 1. Subsection 1 of section 22, of chapter 244 of the
laws of 1921, is amended to read: (Chapter 244, laws of 1921)
(Section 22) 1. No action, examination or other proceeding shall
be removed from said court, but whenever prior to joining issue
in any action and before the commencement of anyv examination
it shall appear by affidavit that from prejudice said judge will
not deeide impartially in the matter, or that he is interested
pecuniarily in the action, examination or other proceeding, or
is a material witness, or that he is within the forbidden degree
of consanguinity, the said judge shall notify any cireuit eourt
commissioner in said county who is not disqualified, to forthwith
appear in said court to try and hear said cause, and it shall be
the duty of said court commissioner to forthwith appear in said
court and discharge the duties of said judge in the trial or hear-
ing of said cause, in the same manner and with like effect as said
judge would if not disqualified to act. * * * In case of dis-
ability arising from any cause, said municipal judge may by
order, in writing to be filed in said court appoint a circuit cour?
commissioner of said county to try and dispose of all matters
coming before said court, enter all orders, issue all warrants and
