WHEREAS, arrangements have been made for a Wisconsin spe-

cial train for a tour through the eastern and southern states for 
the purpose of advertising the agricultural, industrial, and rec-
reational opportunities and advantages of the state of Wiscon-
sin; now therefore 
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 

• Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is created a committee to represent the state 

of Wisconsin on the official tour of eastern and southern states 
of the United States for the purpose of advertising the advan-
tages of the state of Wisconsin as an industrial, agricultural, and 
recreational state. The committee shall consist of the constitu-
tional officers, the commissioner of agriculture, the commissioner 
of markets, the dairy and food commissioner, the conservation 
commissioner, the state highway engineer, the president pro tern 
of the senate, the speaker of the assembly, two members of the 
senate and three members of the assembly. The members of the 
committee from the senate shall be chosen by the committee on 
cemmittees of the senate, and the members of the assembly shall 
be appointed by the speaker.
