The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. Subsection (1) of section 49.03 of the statutes is
amended to read: (49.03) (1) When any person not having a
legal settlement therein shall be taken sick, lame, or otherwise
disabled in any town, city or village, or from any other cause
shall be in need of relief as & poor person and shall not have
money or property to pay his board, maintenance, attendance
and medical aid and shall make a sworn statement as to his legal
settlement, the town board, village board or common council shall
provide such assistance to such persons as it may deem just and
necessary, and if he shall die, it shall give him a decent burial.
It shall make such allowanece for such board, maintenance, nurs-
ing, medical aid and burial expenses as it shall deem just, and
order the same to be paid out of the town, city, or village treas-
ury.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 141.

AN ACT to amend subsection (16) of section 20.43 of the stat-
utes, relating to funds hereafter made available to the state by
the United States for maternity work, aceepting the benefits of
such enactment and authorizing the governor to enter into
necessary agreements, and making an appropriation.

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:
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SecTioN 1. Subsection (16) of section 20.43 of the statutes is
amended to read: (20.43) (16) Any moneys heretofore received
or hereafter received by the state from the United States under
the provisions of an act of congress, entitled ‘‘An Act for the
Promotion of the Welfare and Hygiene of Maternity and In-
fancy and other Purposes,”’ approved November 23, 1921, and
any act amendatory thereof, or any act of congress hereafter en-
acted making available funds for similar purposes, shall be paid
within one week after receipt into the general fund and are
appropriated therefrom to the state board of health and vital
statisties, for the promotion of the welfare and hygiene of ma-
ternity and infaney and other purposes.

SeEcTioN 2. Whenever the United States government or any
department thereof shall make available to this state funds for
the promotion of maternity and infancy welfare under conditions
which this state can fulfil, the state of Wisconsin assents thereto
and hereby accepts the benefits thereof. The governor is author-
ized to enter into agreement with the government of the United
States for the acceptance of such fund and for the administration
thereof by the state board of health or any other state department
for the purposes for which said fund was designated by act of
congress or by the authority of the department of the United
States government through which said fund shall be made avail-
able to this state.
