The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 

Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SEcrioN 1. Subsection (4) of section 40.34 of the statutes is 

amended to read : (40.34) (4) If, in the judgment of the board, 
it is to the interest of the district to provide board and lodging in 
lieu of transportation for all or part of the time for children of 
the district, residing more than * * * two miles from the 
school, it shall enter into a written contract under which such 
children shall be properly boarded and lodged not more than one 
mile from the school, and shall pay for such board and lodging 
from the general fund not to exceed two dollars per week. The 
district shall be reimbursed by the state at the rate of one 
dollar per week for each child boarded and lodged. The board 
may, if in its judgment it is to the interest of the district, in 
lieu of furnishing transportation or board and lodging, pay the 
tuition of such children in a school in another district which 
such children can conveniently attend without transportation.
