CHAPTER 191. 

AN ACT to provide for the publication of a new and complete 
edition of Wisconsin Annotations to the Wisconsin constitution 
and statutes, and to amend sections 20.64 and 35.23 of the 
statutes, relative thereto and making an appropriation there-
for. 

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and 
Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. The revisor of statutes shall prepare and de-

liver to the printing board as soon as practicable after the end of 
the regular legislative session of 1929, printer's copy for a vol-
ume to be designated "Wisconsin Annotations" and to contain 
the Wisconsin constitution, notes of the legislative history of the 
several sections of the statutes, and annotations of court deci-
sions interpreting the Wisconsin constitution and statutes, and 
such other matter as he may deem important to be included. 
The printing board shall order printed, and the state printer shall 
print and deliver, within ninety days after the receipt of the 
last of said copy, an edition of five thousand copies.
