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waters within two miles from the shore line of Door county, ex-
cepting in that portion south of Limekiln bluff. There shall be
a close season for large and small-mouthed black bass from
March first to June twentieth in Sturgeon Bay and Sawyer’s
harbor in Door county. The provisions of subsection (3) of sec-
tion 29.14 shall not apply to Door county. During the years of
1927 and 1928 no person shall take, catch or kill fish of any
variety through the ice in Balsam lake, Polk county, nor in Lost
lake, in Dodge county.

AN ACT to amend sections 289.41 and 289.42 of the statutes,
relating to mechanics’ and garage keepers’ liens on motor ve-
hicles and personal property.

SectioNn 1. Sections 289.41 and 289.42 of the statutes are
amended to read: 289.41 Every mechanic and every keeper of
@ garage or shop, and every person, firm, corporation or associa-
tion employing a mechanic who shall tramsport, make, alter,
* * * repair or do any work on any article of personal prop-
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erty at the request of the owner or legal possessor * * ¢
thereof, shall have a lien thereon for his just and reasonable
charges therefor, including any parts, accessories, materials or
supplies furnished in transporting, making, altering, repairing
or doing any work as aforesaid, and may retain possession of such
property until such charges are paid. The lien given by this sec-
tion * * * for all such charges * * * above or in ex-
cess of seventy-five dollars * * * ghall be subject to the lien
of any chattel mortgage upon said property, or the right of any
person in whom title to said property is reserved under a condi-
tional sales contract, which chattel mortgage or conditional sales
contract was filed as required by law prior to the commencement
of the work for which a lien is claimed unless such work shall
have been done with the express consent of the holder of such
mortgage or the person who has reserved title under such condi-
tional sales contract.
