CHAPTER 349.

AN ACT to amend section 20.17, section 45.278, subsection (10)
of section 46.03, subsection (2) of section 46.05, subsection (9)
of section 47.08, subsection (10) of section 48.33, and sub-
section (3) of section 49.37 of the statutes, relating to the
board of control and making an appropriation. ' '

The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and
Assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Section 20.17, section 45.278, subsection (10) of
section 46.03, subsection (2) of section 46.05, subsection (9) of
section 47.08, subsection (10) of section 48.33, and subsection (3)
of section 49.37 of the statutes are amended to read: 20.17
BOARD OF CONTROL. There is appropriated from the gen-
eral fund to the state board of control:

(1) GENERAL ADMINISTRATION. For the board of
control :

(a) Annually, beginning July 1, * * * 1929, * * ¢
one hundred forty-three thousand * * * eight hundred
* * * twenly-one dollars for general expenditures incurred
in the execution of the functions of said board. Of this there is
allotted: {0 each member of the board an annual salary of five
thousand dollars.

appropriation.

general fund of the state treasury, and appropriated therefrom
to the state board of control, for the operation of the Wisconsin
memorial hospital.

All appropriations
made by law to the board of control for the construction of new
buildings, shall be expended in accordance with the following
conditions:

(a) Construction shall, unless otherwise directed by law, be
in order of the greatest need therefor as determined by the board
of control.

(b) No plan or plans shall be finally adopted, and no contraet
or contracts shall be entered into by the board of control for the
construction of any building until such plans and contraets,
with complete estimates of the total cost thereof, shall have been
submitted to, and in writing approved by the governor, who shall
withhold such approval until he shall satisfy himself by a per-
sonal examination or by such other means as he may in his
discretion adopt, that such building is required for the purpose
proposed, and that it can and will be erected and fully completed
according to such plans or contracts for the sum proposed for
the same by the board of control out of the appropriation made
for such purposes.

(24) PERMANENT PROPERTY AND IMPROVE-
MENTS. On * * * July 1, 1926, two hundred eleven
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thousand one hundred dollars * * * for the construction,
remodeling and equipment of buildings, for the purchase of fur-
niture and furnishings, and for permanent property and im-
provements to be allotted as follows:

(¢) * * * Forty thousand dollars for farm colony build-
ings * ® ® at the northern Wisconsin colony and training
school.

(d) Three hundred thousand dollars for inmate buildings;

(25) DEPENDENT CHILDREN. Annually, on January
first, not to exceed thirty thousand dollars for state aid aceording
to the provisions of sections 48.33 and 48.331 of the statutes.

(26) COUNTY INSTITUTIONS. For state aid and main-
tenance of inmates in county institutions:

(a) From time to time such sums as may be necessary, to be
credited and charged on taxes, as provided in sections 46.10,
50.07, 51.08, 51.12, 51.26, 51.27, and 51.28 of the statutes.

(b) Annuelly, beginning July 1, 1913, such sums as may be
necessary, for any compensation to the trustees of any hospital
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for mental diseases in any county having a population of two
hundred fifty thousand chargeable against the state as provided
in subsection (2) of section 51.23 and section 51.24 of the

statutes.

(28) BLIND AND DEAF AID. For state aid to the blind
and to the blind and deaf, annually, beginning July 1, 1923,
not to exceed fifty thousand dollars, according to the provisions
of section 47.08 of the statutes.

* & ¢ (29) OLD-AGE PENSIONS, STATE AID. For
state aid for old-age pensions, * * * on January 1, 1930, not
to exceed * * * thirty-five thousand dollars, and annually,
beginming January 1, 1931, forty-five thousand dollars, according

to the provisions of section 49.37.

(30) COMPENSATION FOR IMPRISONMENT OF INNO-
CENT PERSONS. For compensation to prisoners who have
served terms of imprisonment upon conviction for an offense
or crime against the state of which they are innocent, as pro-
vided in section 285.05, su¢h sums as may be necessary to pay
the awards of the board created by said seetion, when certified
to the secretary of the state by said board.

* ®& * (31) WITNESS FEES OF PRISONERS. All
moneys received in reimbursement of expenses incurred in tak-
ing inmates of state institutions into court pursuant to section
292.45 shall be paid within one week after receipt into the gen-
eral fund and are appropriated therefrom to the institution in-
curring such expense and are added to the appropriation for
operation of such institution.

(33) USE OF SURPLUS APPROPRIATIONS, * * *
Any amounts appropriated for construction, land, equipment
or permanent property and improvements at an institution un-
der section 20.17 of the statutes, not needed for the origimal
purpose, may, with the consent of the governor, be added to
any one or more of the other specific capital appropriations at
the same institution, provided that the provisions of this sub-
section shall only be applicable to appropriations made for spe-
cific capital purposes.

45.278 REHABILITATION FUNDS TO BOARD OF CON-
TROL. Any moneys in the soldiers’ rehabilitation fund which,
in the opinion of the board in charge of this fund, will not be
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needed for carrying out the provision of sections 45.27, 45.271,
45.275 and 45.276 may be transferred to the state board of con-
trol for the purpose of augmenting the facilities for the care
of patients at the Wisconsin memorial hospital. 'Whenever such
moneys are transferred to the state board of control, the same
shall be credited to the appropriation made by paragraph
* ¢ % (c) of subsection * * * (5) of section 20.17.

(46.03) (10) The state board of control may give such in-
struction in occupational therapy or vocational traiming at such
institutions under its control as it shall deem wise ; such instrue-
tion shall consist of vocational advice and technical traifing
necessary for the proper qualifications of the inmates of such in-
stitutions for present and future usefulness.

(46.05) (2) The salaries of the officers of said institutions,
if not otherwise fixed by law, shall be fixed by the board of
control * * * The steward of each institution shall exe-
cute and file an official bond in such sum and with such sureties
as said board may preseribe.
