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onds west one thousand two hundred thirty-one and fifty-nine
hundredths feet along the southerly line of Wisconsin Avenue to
the point of commencement, being land mainly submerged, in
fractional sections twenty-eight and thirty-three, township seven
north, range twenty-two east, in the third ward of the city of
Milwaukee, and containing one hundred thirty-seven acres more
or less.

SecTioN 16. Section 2 of chapter 328, Laws of 1929, is num-
bered subsection (2) of section 83.215 and is amended by strik-
ing out ‘‘act’’ where it oceurs twice therein and inserting “‘sec-
tion.”’

SectioNn 17. In the first line of section 1 of chapter 395, Laws
1929, strike out the word ‘*board’’ and insert the word *‘eourt.”

SeEctioN 18. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation,

CHAPTER 517.

AN ACT to amend subseetion (1) of section 40.34 of the statutes,
relating to transportation of school children.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SecrioN 1. Subsection (1) of section 40.34 of the statutes is
amended to read: (40.34) (1) The school district meeting
may authorize the board to provide transportation for all the
children of school age residing in the district. The board of
every consolidated school district shall provide transportation
to and from school for all school children residing in the distriet
and over one mile from the schoolhouse. The board shall provide
transportation to and from school for all school children residing
in the distriet and over two miles from the schoolhouse, in case of
a common school and three miles in ease of a union high sehool.
And if it fails to provide such transportation the parents may
provide suitable transportation for their children, and shall be
paid therefor by the district, at the rate of thirty cents per day
for the first child, twenty cents per day for the second child, and
ten cents per day for each child in excess of two in the family:
provided, the child shall have attended not less than one hundred
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and twenty days during the school year unless prevented by
absence from the district ; provided further, that any child resid-
ing more than four miles from the school of his district may at-
tend the school of another district, in which case the home dis-
trict shall pay the tuttion of such child. The district shall be
entitled to state aid on account of such transportation at the rate
of ten cents per day for each child transported.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 518.

AN ACT to amend subsection (1) of section 96.44 of the statutes
relating to registration of nursery stock dealers.
The people of the State of Wisconsin, represented in Senate and

Assembly, do enact as follows:

SeEcTioN 1. Subsection (1) of section 96.44 of the statutes is
amended to read: (96.44) (1) Every dealer before * * ¢
offering nursery stock for sele in this state, or distributing or
soliciting orders for nursery stock within this state, shall secure
a dealer’s certificate, which he may do by furnishing an affidavit
that he will buy and * * * distribute only stock which has
been duly inspected and certified by a state inspector; and that
he will maintain with the state entomologist a list of all sources
from which he secures his stock. Upon compliance with the pro-
vistons of this section, ¢ dealer’s certificate shall be issued upon
the payment of a registration fee of five dollars.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.
