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Resolved by the Aessembly, the Senate concurring, That interim 
committees are hereby created in both houses of the legislature to 
consider needed changes in the rules of the respective houses and 
in the joint rules, and to make recommendations thereon to their 
respective houses in the 1931 legislature. Said committees shall 
consist of three members in each house, and shall be appointed 
as are standing committees. Said committees shall confer with 
each other and shall act jointly in matters relating to the joint 
rules, and separately upon matters affecting the rules of their 
own house. Be it further 

Resolved, That the members of the said committees shall be re-
imbursed their actual and necessary expenses incurred in the per-
formance of their duties under this resolution but shall receive 
no other compensation. Be it further 

Resolved, That the said committees are authorized to hold such 
meetings at such places and on such dates as they or either of 
them may deem expedient. Be it further 

Resolved, That the said committees shall report their recom-
mendations for changes deemed desirable in the rules of their re-
spective houses to these houses at the opening of the 1931 regular 
session, and shall at the same time make a joint report upon 
changes in the joint rules to both houses.
