other than the * * * organization or its officials; provided 
that a * a all members of a labor union or any association 
of public employes may be insured; provided also that when the 
premium is to be paid by the * * * organization and its 
members jointly and the benefits are offered to all eligible mem-
bers, not less than seventy-five per centum of such members may 
be so insured.
