CHAPTER 27. 

AN ACT to amend section 222.13 of the statutes, relating to the 
investment of deposits of mutual savings banks.

222.13 Any mutual savings bank organized hereunder may em-
ploy not exceeding one-half of its deposits in the purchase of the 
bonds of the United States or of the states of the United States 
or of the authorized bonds of any incorporated city, village, town 
or county, or school district in the aforesaid states of the United 
States or of first mortgage bond of any railroad company, which 
has paid annual dividends of not less than four per cent regularly
