AN •ACT to amend subsections (4) and (5) of section 29.32 of • 
the statutes, relating to fishing in Dodge, Ozaukee and Waupaca 
countids. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. Subsections (4) and (5) of section 29.32 of the 

statutes are amended to read : (29.32) (4) No person shall use any 
minnow seine, net or more than one minnow trap for * * * 
any purpose * * * in any streams in Dodge * * and 
Ozaukee counties in which game fish have been planted except as 
provided in section 29.28 and 29.31 of the statutes. Any person 
violating the provisions of this subsection shall be deemed guilty of 
a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by a 
fine of not less than five dollars nor more than twenty-five dol-
lars. 

(5) (As created by chapter 136, laws of 1931) No person shall 
use any minnow seine, net or trap for commercial purposes in any 
portion of a stream containing trout * * * in Waupaca 
county * * * .
