SECTION 1. Subsection (1) of section 256.28 of the statutes is 

amended to read: (256.28) (1) Any resident graduate of * * * 
the law department of the University of Wisconsin and any law 
school in this state which the supreme court finds has standards 
as high as those of the University of Wisconsin shall be admitted 
to practice in all the courts of this state by the supreme court 
upon the production of his diploma, and may be so admitted when 
such court is not in session, by one of the justices thereof upon the 
production of such diploma, by an order signed by such justice 
and filed with the clerk of said court.
