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(ab) Circuit court commissioners in said county shall have the
same powers and be subject to the same duties in respect to actions
and proceedings in the municipal court as in the circuit court.

(ac) All papers, depositions, certificates, acknowledgments,
examinations and other documents executed or signed by the mu-
nicipal judge and sealed with the seal of the court shall be received
as,evidence in all the courts of this state and have the same force
and effect as if signed and sealed by the judge of any other court
of record.

(ad) Nothing in this act contained shall be construed as in
anywise affecting the right of jurisdiction of any court, judge,
justice of the peace or other magistrate over any action or pro-
ceeding commenced before or pending on the first day of June,
1931, nor in anywise affecting any action or proceeding now pend-
ing in said court. .

SecTioN 41. All acts or parts of acts so far as the same may
be in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

SecTroN 42. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 393.

AN ACT to create section 204.33 of the statutez, relating to cas-
ualty insurance policies.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTION 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read:
204.33 (1) No policy of insurance, agreement of indemnity or
bond covering liability or loss arising by reason of the ownership,
maintenance or use of a motor vehicle issued in this state shall con-
tain any limitation or condition restricting the coverage afforded
thereby as to the following:

(a) To persons while driving or manipulating a motor vehicle,
who shall be of an age authorized by law so to do;

(b) To the operation, manipulation or use of such motor vehi-
cle for unlawful purposes;

(¢) To the operation, manipulation or use of such motor vehi-
cle while the driver is under the influence of intoxicating liquors
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or narcotics; while such motor vehicle is engaged in the transporta-
tion of liquor in violation of law, or while such motor vehicle is
operated in ‘& reckless manner.

(2) No policy of insurance, agreement of indemnity or bond
referred to in subsection (1) shall exclude from the coverage af-
forded or the provisions as to the benefits therein provided per-
sons related by blood or marriage to the assured.

(3) No policy of insurance, agreement of indemnity or bond
as provided in subsection (1) shall limit the time for the giving
of notice of any accident or casualty covered thereby to a period
less than that provided in section 204.29 (1). Failure to give such
notice shall not bar liability under such policy of insurance, agree-
ment of indemnity or bond as provided in subsection (1) if the
insurer was not prejudiced or damaged by such failure, but the
burden-of proof to so show shall be upon the person claiming such
liability.

SecrioN 2. This act shall take effect 90 days after passage
and publication.

CHAPTER 394.

AN ACT to amend subsection (3) of section 66.03 of the statutes,
relating to adjustment of assets and liabilities on division of
territory.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SEcTION 1. Subsection (3) of section 66.03 of the statutes is
amended to read: (66.03) (3) (a) The title to real estate shall not
be transferred except by agreement, but the value thereof shall be
included in determining the assets of the municipality owning
the same, and in making the adjustment of assets and liabilities.

(b) The right to possession and control of school busldings and
school sites shall pass to the municipality in which the same shall
be situated tmmediately upon the anneration or detachment of
any school district territory to another municipality becoming
effective. The municipality thus receiving possession and con-
trol of said school buildings and school sites shadl be liable to the
school district from which the same is annexed or detached for tis
