mie, Ozaukee, Pepin, Pierce, Portage, Racine, Richland, Rock,
Si.

Subsection (1) of section 102.17 of the statutes
is amended to read: (102.17) (1) (a) Upon the filing with the
commission by any party in interest of any application in writing
stating the general nature of any claim as to which any dispute
or controversy may have arisen, it shall mail a copy of such ap-
plication to all other parties in interest and the insurance carrier
shall be deemed & party in interest. The commission may bring in -
additional parties by service of a copy of the application. The
commission shall fix a time for the hearing on such application
which shall not be more than forty days after the filing of such
application. The commission shall cause notice of such hearing,
to be given to each party interested, by service of such notice on him
personally or by mailing a copy thereof to him at his last known
post-office address at least ten days before such hearing. In case
