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The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows:

daytime only, in the Fond du Lac river within three miles of its 
mouth; in Silver creek in the town of Ripon, Fond du Lac coun-
ty, from the old Arcade dam to the Green Lake county line; in 
the Big Wolfe river below the Shawano county line; * * 
in the Milwaukee river from its mouth to a point twenty miles 
inland and in that part of the Rock river lying in Jefferson and 
Dodge counties and Beaver Dam Lake in Dodge county; from the 
mouth of the Pine river to the dam at Poy Sippi and from the 
mouth of Willow creek up to the dam at Aurorahville, in Wau-
shara county; the Crawfish river from its mouth up to bridge 
number four in the town of Beaver Dam, Dodge county, and in 
all the streams and rivers flowing into Lake Michigan and Green 
Bay in that part of such streams beginning at the mouth and ex-
tending ten miles inland. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

SECTION 1. Section 29.191 of the statutes is amended to read: 
29.191 There shall be no close season for hook and line fishing, 
except for large and small-mouthed bass, sturgeon and trout, in 
any of the following described waters: In the waters of the Mis-
sissippi river, Lower Lake St. Croix and up the St. Croix river 
to the Dells, the bays and bayous connected therewith and in the 
waters of La Fayette, Iowa and Green counties; in the waters of 
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Lake Winnebago in Fond du Lae, Calumet and Winnebago coun-
ties; in Buffalo lake, Marquette county; in Puckaway lake in 
Marquette and Green Lake counties; in Lake Poygan in Winne-
bago and Waushara counties; in Lakes Winneconne, Big and Little 
Butte des Morts in Winnebago county; in the Fox river in Mar-
quette, Columbia, Green Lake, Waushara and Winnebago coun-
ties; in the Wolf river in Winnebago county and in Waupaca 
county as far as the city limits of New London; in the Rock and 
Crawfish rivers and in Lake Ripley and Lake Koshkonong in 
Rock, Jefferson and Dodge counties. During the period from 
March first to May twenty-eighth, both dates inclusive, live or 
dead minnows shall not be used for bait in any of the above wa-
ters specified in Jefferson county. There shall be no close sea-
son for hook and line fishing in Lake Wisconsin in Columbia and 
Sauk counties for perch, bluegills, sunfish, crappies and bull-
heads. In Kenosha county the open season for the varieties of 
fish described in subsections (6) and (7) of section 29.19 shall 
commence on May twenty-ninth. In the Lemonweir river in Ju-
neau county the open season for pickerel, bullheads and sunfish 
shall begin on April fifteenth.
