JOINT RESOLUTION

Memorializing the House of Representatives to pass the proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the United States for the
seating of Congress in January following its election.
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WHEREAS, Under the present system, the second regular ses-
sion of each Congress does not begin until a month after the new
Congress is elected and the new Congress does not convene until
a year thereafter; and

WHEREAS, The present system results in the passage of much
important legislation by what are called “lame duck” members
who have been defeated for reelection, and in nullifying the
wishes of the people; and

WHEREAS, The Senate of the United States has in five succes-
sive congresses passed resolutions proposing an amendment to the
Constitution of the United States to provide for the seating of
Congress in January following its election, only to have the House
of Representatives fail to act thereon, and has again passed such
a resolution in the present Congress; therefore, be it

Resolved by the Senate, the Assembly concurring, That this leg-
islature earnestly requests and petitions the House of Representa-
tives to adopt the resolution already passed by the Senate for an
amendment to the Constitution of the United States to provide
for the seating of the Congress in January of the year following
its election. Be it further

Resolved, That properly attested copies of this resolution be
sent to the House of Representatives of the United States and to
each Wisconsin member of Congress.
