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hundred dollars, and, in default of payment, committed to jail for
a period of not to exceed sixty days.

(8) The provisions of this section shall not apply to any fra-
ternal society whose membership shall be composed of students
attending any public or private school in the state.

AN ACT to amend section 82.025 of the statutes, relating to the

enforcement of chapters 85 and 194.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Secrion 1. Section 82.025 of the statutes is amended to read:
82,025 The state highway commission may appoint not more than
ten of their regular employes as officers to assist in enforcing the
provisions of chapters 85 and 194. Such officers, in the discharge
of their duties, shall have the powers of sheriffs. Such officers
shall co-operate with local officers and may be equipped with de-
vices for weighing motor vehicles, and may stop and weigh any
motor vehicle which appears to weigh in excess of the amounts
permitted by law. Such officers may require the operator of any
motor vehicle whose load is in excess of that allowed by law to
reduce such load to conform to the law before permitting such
motor vehicle to proceed. ,

AN ACT to appropriate a sum of money therein named to Mrs.
William Van de Hey to compensate her for the death of her
husband who died as the result of an assault by guards of the
Northern Colony and Training School.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. There is appropriated from the general fund to
Mrs. William Van de Hey, to compensate her for the death of her
husband which was caused by his being assaulted and beaten by
guards of the Northern Colony and Training School at Chippewa
Falls, where he was an inmate, the sum of five thousand dollars.
Such sum shall be paid to the industrial commission to be dis-
pensed as hereafter provided. The industrial commission shall
pay to Mrs. William Van de Hey for the purpose of providing
food, clothing and other necessaries for her minor children, the
sum of sixty dollars per month for a period of one year, and the
sum of fifty dollars per month thereafter until such sum of five
thousand dollars has been exhausted. No part of such sum shall
be used for attorney’s fees. Provided that if Mrs. William Van de
Hey shall remarry, or if in the opinion of the industrial commis-
sion the sums paid to her are not being used exclusively for the
intended purposes above set forth, any balance remaining of such
sum shall then be paid to the county court of Langlade county for
the benefit of the said minor children. Acceptance of this appro-
priation shall operate as a full and complete release to the state
of any claim on the part of said Mrs. William Van de Hey on
account of the death of her husband.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.
