AN ACT to amend subsection (1) of section 24.09 of the statutes,
relating to sale of public lands.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, 1'e[Jresented m Senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SectioN 1. Subsection (1) of section 24.09 of the statutes is
amended to read: (24.09) (1) All public lands that have been
heretofore appraised or appraised pursuant to section 24.08,
* % * ghall from time to time in the discretion of said commis-
sioners, be offered for sale at public auction. All such sales shall
be made at such times and public places as said commissioners
shall designate; and they shall, previous to any such sale, cause a
notice specifying such time and place and describing the lands to
be sold, to be published once in each week for six successive weeks
in one newspaper printed in the county where such lands are
situated ; but if there be no such newspaper, then in the newspaper
printed nearest to the place where such lands aresituated.

SectioN 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub-
lication.

CHAPTER 295.

AN ACT to create section 348.50 of the statutes, relating to the
deposit of substances giving off noxious odors in places of pub-
lic assembly and providing a penalty.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

SEctioN 1. A new section is added to the statutes to read:
348.50 SUBSTANCES GIVING OFF NOXTOUS ODORS. Whoever shall
have in his possession, disseminate, distribute or deposit with intent
to cause bodily discomfort, panic or damage to property, in any
place of public assembly or in any entrance, lobby, foyer, passage-
way, rest room, office, ante-room, or other room in connection with
such place of public assembly, any liquid, powder, or other sub-
stance which is capable of producing an annoying, offensive, nause-
ating, or foul odor, or causing a panic or damage to property, shall
be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be fined not
