CHAPTER 408. 

AN ACT to create section 49.025 and to amend subsection ( 4) 
of s_ection 49.02 of the statutes, relating to· legal settlement for 
poor relief.

SECTION 1. A new s~ction is added to the statutes to read: 

49.025 This state reserves the right to deal with neighboring 
states on a reciprocal basis in regard to the question of a legal 
settlement for the purpose of support and relief of the poor. 

SECTION 2. Subsection ( 4 )r of section 49.02 of the statutes is 
amended to read: ( 49.02) ( 4) Every person of full age who 
shall have resided in any town, village; or city in this state one 
whole year shall thereby gain a settlement therein; but no resi­
dence of a person in any town, village, or city while supported 
therein as a pauper shall operate to give such person a settlement 

, therein. The time spent by any person as an inmate of any honie, 
asylum or institution for the care of aged, neglected or indigent
