CHAPTER 444. 

AN ACT to amend sections 70.08 and 70.17 of the statutes, re- 
lating to assessment of taxes on buildings on leased lands.

SECTION 1. Sections 70.08 and 70.17 of the statutes are 

amended to read : 70.08 The terms "real property," "real estate" 
and "land," when used in this title, shall include not only the 
land itself but all buildings and improvements thereon, * * * 
and all fixtures and rights and privileges appertaining thereto 
* * * 

70.17 Real property shall be entered in the name of the owner, 
if known to the assessor, otherwise to the occupant thereof if 
ascertainable, and otherwise without any name.
