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sence from the county for six successive months shall be deemed 
to create.a vacancy. 

SECTION 2. In each county having a population of twenty-five 
thousand or less now operating under section 59.95 of the statutes, 
the county board of commissioners shall redistrict the county 
prior to December 31, 1933, to pennit of the election of com­
missioners pursuant to this act. New commissioners shall be 
elected in such county under the provisions of this act and as 
provided by law, at the election to be held on the first Tuesday in 
April, 1934. The tem1s of all commissioners heretofore elected 
and now serving under said section 59.95 as it existed prior to 
the enactment of this act, shall expire upon the election and qual­
ification of the new commissioners. 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub­
lication.

CHAPTER 473. 

AN ACT to amend subsection ( 4) of section 103.39 and section 
268.17 and to create subsection (7) of section 20.57 of the 
statutes, relating to wage collections, providing a penalty, and 
making an appropriation. 

The people of the state of iVisconsin, represented in se11ate a11d 
assembly, do enact as follo·ws: 
SECTION 1. Subsection ( 4) of section 103.39 and section 

268.17 of the statutes are amended to read : ( 103.39) ( 4) Any 
person, fim1 or corporation violating the provisions of this sec­
tion wlzo, having the ability to pay, shall fail to pay the •wages 
due a11d payable as herein provi.ded or sltal/ falsely deny the 
mnozmt or validity thereof or that the same is dHe, 11.tith i11tcnt to 
secure any discount upon such indebtedness or with intent to an-
11oy, harass, oppress, lzi11der or defraud tlte person to whom s11cli 
wages are due, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon 
conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not less than 
twenty-five dollars or more than one hundred dollars or by im­
prisonment in the county jail for not less than ten days nor more 
than ninety days, or by both such fine and imprisonment. Each 
and every failure or refusal to pay each employe the amount of 
wages due him at the time, or under the conditions required in 
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this section shall constitute a separate offense. In addition to the 
criminal penalty herein provided, every person, firm or corpora­
tion violating the provisions of this section shall be liable for the 
payment of the following increased wages or salaries : Ten per 
cent if the delay does not exceed three clays; twenty per cent if 
the delay is more than three clays, but does not exceed ten clays; 
thirty per cent if the delay is more than ten clays, but does not 
exceed twenty days; forty per cent if the delay is more than 
twenty clays, but does not exceed thirty days; fifty per cent if 
the delay is more than thirty clays; but in no event shall such in­
creased wages or salaries exceed fifty dollars. 

268.17 Whenever a receiver shall be appointed by any court to 
manage, conduct, settle, adjust or close up any mercantile, manu­
facturing or other business such receiver shall immediately re­
port to the court the amount clue the employes and laborers in 
such business; and said court shall order its receiver to pay out 
of the first receipts of said business, after the payment of costs, 
debts clue the United States or this state, taxes and assessments 
and the current expenses of carrying on or closing said business, 
such part of the wages of such employes and laborers * * * 
accruing within * * * one year immediately prior to his ap­
pointment as were earned during the last three months of em­
ployment for such business. 

SECTION 2. A new subsection is added to section 20.57 of the 
statutes to read: (20.57) (7) WAGE COLLECTION. All costs 
and attorney's fees recovered under subsection ( 14) of section 
101.10 and section 103.39 in collecting wage claims for employes, 
to be used in the discharge of its duties under these sections.
