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action in that state or while returning therefrom, he shall not while 
so passing through this state be subject to arrest or the service of 
process, civil or criminal, in connection with matters which arose 
before his entrance into this s state under the summons. 

(4) UNIFORMITY OF INTERPRETATION. This section shall be SO 
interpreted and construed as to effectuate its general purpose to 
make uniform the law of the states which enact it. 

Non: Section 326.25 applies to civil and criminal actions. It is amended 
to limit it to civil actions. The proposed uniform act ls confined to "criminal 
actions". 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.

CHAPTER 49. 

AN ACT to appropriate a sum of money therein named to reim-
burse Honorable Solomon Levitan for legal services and ex-
penses in defending himself in the suit of state of Wisconsin vs. 
Lnited States Fidelity and Guaranty Co., a corporation, in the 
circuit court of Dane county and the supreme court of Wiscon-
sin. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SEcrioN 1. There is appropriated from any moneys in the 
general fund not otherwise appropriated, the sum of five hundred 
sixteen dollars and seventy-five cents to Honorable Solomon Levi-
tan, former state treasurer, to reimburse him for attorneys fees 
Paid and owing to William Ryan and for expenses and disburse-
ments incident to the litigation in the suit of state of Wisconsin vs. 
Lnited States Fidelity and Guaranty Co., a corporation, in the cir-
cuit court of Dane county and the supreme court of Wisconsin. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and publi-
cation.
