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duties can affect the entire country and at least materially influ-
ence world conditions ; therefore, be it

Resolved by the Senate, the Assembly concurring, That the
Legislature of Wisconsin respectfully memorializes the Congress
of the United States to enact legislation to guarantee to farmers
a price for their products which will give them their minimum
cost of production, and expresses its opinion that no other mea-
sures of farm relief will prove adequate. While it is no doubt
necessary also to refinance the farmers at a low rate of interest,
such a measure will not alone solve the problem, since it will still
leave the farmers with a great burden of debt which they must
ultimately repay through the proceeds from the sale of their
products. Still other measures may be helpful, but a solution of
the farm problem can be attained only through securing farmers
their minimum cost of production. Be it further

Resolved, That properly attested copies of this resolution be
transmitted to both houses of the Congress of the United States
and to each Wisconsin member thereof. A copy of this resolution
shall also be transmitted to the Honorable Franklin D. Roosevelt,
President-elect of the United States, to whom the farmers of this
state and the entire country are hopefully looking for leadership
in solving the farm problem.
