CHAPTER 143. 

AN ACT to amend 59.57 (6) of the statutes, relating to fees 
of registers of deeds. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Subsection (6) of section 59.57 of the statutes 
is amended to read: 

(59.57) (6) For filing and entering bills of sale, chattel 
mortgages, conditional sales contracts, assignments and renewals 
or copies thereof, foreclosure affidavits, or any other paper relat­
ing thereto, 50 cents; and for filing and entering releases thereof, 
25 cents for each instrument released. Chattel mortgages or con­
ditional sales contracts, together with a printed or written as­
signment thereon, offered for. filing at the same time, shall be 
considered as one instrument receiving but one document num­
ber. The filing fee for such instruments shall be 50 cents. 
Whenever after January 1, 1932, there shall be offered for filing 
any instrument which varies from the approved size or sub-
