CHAPTER 174. 

AN ACT to authorize the persons therein named to construct 
and maintain jetties from certain lands in Kenosha county 
into Lake Michigan. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. The owners of the following lands are author­
ized to construct and maintain 2 or more jetties extending 
therefrom into Lake Michigan for the purpose of protecting 
the shore line of such lands, to wit: Lots 49 and 50 in Chi­
waukee subdivision located in section 32, township 1 north, 
range 23 east of the fourth principal meridian, town of Pleasant 
Prairie, Kenosha county, Wisconsin, according to the filed and 
recorded plat and survey of said subdivision in the office of the 
register of deeds of said county.
