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CHAPTER 203. 

AN ACT to create 188.095 of the statutes, relating to changing 
names and dissolving units of the Disabled American Veter­
ans of the World War. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assemblY', do enact as follows: 

SECTION 1. Section 188.095 of the statutes is created to 
read: 

188.095 CHANGING NAMES AND DISSOLVING UNITS OF 
THE DISABLED AMERICAN VETERANS OF THE WORLD WAR. 
Any chapter, county or district council, or department of the 
Disabled American Veterans of the W orld War, or other unit 
of the Disabled American Veterans of the World War, or of the 
auxiliaries of the Disabled American Veterans of the World 
War, which has become a body corporate under the provisions 
of section 188.09, may, whenever its articles do not provide the 
manner in which its name shall be changed or of its dissolution, 
change its name or dissolve by the adoption of a written resolu­
tion to that effect, by a vote of the majority of its members 
present at a meeting called for that purpose, and by filing the 
same as herein provided. A certificate thereto affixed, signed by 
the commander and adjutant, or like or similar officers, stating 
the facts, including the date of adoption of such resolution, the 
number of members present at such meeting, and the number 
of members who voted for the adoption of the resolution, shall 
be forwarded to and filed with the secretary of state, and there­
upon, the name of such corporation shall be changed or the cor­
poration shall cease to exist as the case may be, except that in 
case of dissolution, it shall continue to exist for the purpose of 
winding up its affairs. No fee shall be charged by the secretary 
of state for such filing. 

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage and pub­
lication.
