A11 acts or 
parts of acts contravening the provisions of this * * * chapter 
are hereby repealed.

CHAPTER 214. 

AN ACT to appropriate a sum of money therein named to 
J oint School District No. 11 in the towns of Delafield and 
Merton, Waukesha county, as its proportionate share of 
elementary school aid from the state for the school year 
1937-1938, from the apportionment of which said district 
was excluded by reason of the failure of a school officer to 
make reports required to be made to the state superintendent. 

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and 
assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION 1. There is appropriated to Joint School District 

No. 11 in the towns of Delafield and Merton, Waukesha county, 
from the general fund and charged to the appropriation made by 
subsection (3) of section 20.25 of the Wisconsin statutes, the 
sum of $240 as and for its proportionate share of elementary 
school aid from the state for the school year 1937-1938, from 
the apportionment of which under section 40.87 of the Wis­
consin statutes said school district was excluded by reason of 
the failure of a school officer to make reports required to be 
made to the state superintendent. 

SECTION 2. This act sha11 take effect upon passage and pub­
lication.
