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married to one of the natural patents of such child then the rela-
tion of such child toward such natural parent so married to the
adoptive parents shall be in no way altered by such adoption,
and the natural rights and obligations of such natural and adopt-
ive parent toward such child shall be the same as if such child
wete the natural child of both the natural parent and the adopt-
ive parent.

CHAPTER 260.

AN ACT to amend 85.67 (2) of the statutes, relating to use
of siren by volunteer firemen on way to a fire.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Subsection (2) of section 85.67 of the statutes is amended
to read:

(85.67) (2) HORNS AND WARNING DEVICES.
Every motor vehicle, when operated upon a highway, shall be
equipped with a horn in good working order, capable of emit-
ting sound audible under normal conditions for a distance of
not less than 200 feet and it shall be unlawful, except as other-
wise provided in this section, for any vehicle to be equipped
with, or for any person to use upon a vehicle, any siren or com-
pression spatk plug whistle, or for any person at any time to
use a horn otherwise than as a reasonable warning or to make
any unnecessary ot unteasonably loud or harsh sound by means
of a horn or other warning device. When authorized by the
common council of any city or the board of any town or village,
it shall be lawful for members of volunteer or part volunteer
fire departments to equip their privately owned motor vehicles
with a stren or red warning lights, provided such volunteer fire-
men shall only use such siren or red warning lights while travel-
ing to the scene of a fire or during a public emergency.
