CHAPTER 332.

AN ACT to amend 59.08 (22) of the statutes, relating to the
powers of county boards of supervisors in connection with
certain national conventions.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and
assembly, do enact as follows:

Subsection (22) of section 59.08 of the statutes is amended
to read:

(59.08) (22) Any county may apptroptiate money to
defray the expense of municipal commemorative or patriotic
celebrations or observances or of state or national conventions of
wat veterans or of national conventions of fraternal associations
within the county.

CHAPTER 333.

AN ACT to amend the introductoty paragraph of 20.49 of the
statutes, relating to the state highway commission.

T he people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and

assembly, do enact as follows:

The introductory paragraph of section 20.49 of the statutes,
as amended by chapter 49, laws of 1941, is amended to read:

(20.49)  (Introductory paragraph)  There is appropriated
from the general fund to the state highway commission on the
allotment date specified in this section the aggregate amount not
previously allotted of the surplus of the motor vehicle registra-
tion fees, operator’s license fees and motor vehicle fuel taxes,
after deducting the actual costs of administration paid from the
appropriations made by subsection (4) of section 20.05 and
subsection (1) and paragraphs (a) and (b) of subsection
(4) of section 20.051, provided that the taxes on motor vehicle
fuel used or sold in June may with the consent of the emergency
board be included in the allotments on July 1. The amount ap-
propriated herein to the commission shall be apportioned and
distributed by the commission as follows:
