CHAPTER 83.

AN ACT to create 36.06 (8) of the statutes, relating to addi-
tional powers of the regents of the university of Wisconsin,
and providing penalties.

(36.06) (8) In so far as they can be made applicable to

and all penalties set forth or referred to in said subsections apply
with equal force and effect to this subsection.
