72.04 (1) All property transferred to municipal corporations
within the state for strietly county, town or municipal purposes,
or to corporations of this state organized under its laws, solely
for religious, humane, charitable or educational purposes, which
shall use the property so transferred exlusively for the purposes
of their organization, within the state, and all property trans-
ferred to banks or trust companies of this state, as trustees, in
trust exclusively for publie, religious, humane, charitable, edu-
cational or municipal purposes in this state, and all property
transferred to the American National Red Cross or any chapter
thereof, shall be exempt.
