SECTION 1. 70.51 (1) of the statutes is amended to read: 
70.51 (1) The board of review in all cities of the first class 

whether organized under general or special charter, after they 
shall have examined, corrected and completed the assessment roll 
of said city * 'i(' * and not later than the first Monday in N 0-

vember, shall deliver the same to the tax commissioner, who shall 
thereupon re-examine and perfect the same and make out there­
from a complete tax roll in the manner and form provided by 
law. All laws applicable to any such city relating to the making 
of such tax rolls shall apply to the making of the tax roll by said 
tax commissioner, exoopt that the work of making said rolls shall 
be performed by the assessors and such other employes in the tax 
commissioner's office as the tax commissioner shall designate.
